#2  Woven in the thread here (law of double ref) is a personification of a future World Ruler at the end of human history; the end of the times of the Gentiles.

1.  God is in control of history!  Includes the rise and fall of Nations!   Dan 4:17, 35;              Acts 17:22-28;

2.  God desires His people to know future events!  Broad outline.

3.  God sovereignly allows sin and rebellion to run its course!

- He allows man to challenge His will, but not successfully!
